Science
*Classify-to place materials that share properties together in groups
*Cycle-a series of events that is regularly repeated in the same order
*Energy-the ability to do work

* Friction-a force that occurs when one object rubs against another

Evidence-information and facts that help prove something or make you believe that something is true

Instrument-a tool used for scientific work

Observe-to use one or more of the senses to identify or learn about an object or event
Predict-to state possible results of an event or an experiment

Procedure-a way of doing something or getting something done often by a series of steps

Social Studies

*Culture-the arts, beliefs, and customs that make up a way of life for a group of people

*Longitude-a measurement of distance east or west of the Prime Meridian on Earth

*Latitude-a measure of the distance north or south of the equator on Earth

*State-political and geographical division of a country

*Geography-the study of Earth, including its people, resources, climate and physical features

*Economy-the way a country or other place uses, or produces, natural resources, goods, and services

*Climate-the usual weather a place has all year including its average temperature, rainfall, and wind
*Region- an area, or group of states, with common features that set it apart from other areas
Heritage-something handed down from earlier generations or from the past such as traditions

Prime Meridian-the line of longitude marked at zero degrees from which other meridians are numbered

Hemisphere​-either of the halves into which the Earth’s surface is divided by the equator or by a meridian

*Caption-a title or explanation that goes with an illustration or photograph
*Punctuation-the use of periods, commas, and other marks to make the meaning of written or printed material clear
*Edit- To check a piece of writing for grammatical and spelling errors

*Revise- To look over or change in order to improve or correct 
*Pronoun- A word that takes the place of a noun

*Predicate- The part of the sentence that tells what the subject does or is
Trait-a quality or characteristic that makes one thing different from another

Descriptive-to create a picture or image of something in words 

Dialogue-a conversation between two or more people or characters
Narrative-a story written or told

Persuade- to cause someone to do or believe something by arguing, begging, reasoning, and convincing.

Plot- The different actions or events in a story or play

Subject- Who or what the sentence is about

Math
*Area-the amount of surface inside a shape. Area is measured in square units such as square inches or square centimeters.

*Division-mathematical operation that uses repeated subtraction; equal share

*Median-  the middle number in a set of data when the numbers are put in order from smallest to largest or from largest to smallest

*Maximum- the largest number in a set of data

*Minimum- the smallest number in a set of data

*Mean- For a set of numbers, their sum divided by the number of numbers in the set

*Mode- the number or value that occurs most often in a set of data

*Multiplication- a mathematical operation that that uses repeated addition

*Range- the difference between the largest and the smallest numbers in a set of data
Algorithm- A set of steps for solving a problem
Congruent- figures that have the same shape and the same size

Chance- the possibility that something will occur

Vertex- a point where the sides of an angle, the sides of a polygon, or the edges of a polyhedron meet

Volume- the amount of space inside a three dimensional object. Volume is measured in cubic units such as cubic centimeters or cubic inches

Array- an arrangement of objects in rows and columns that form a rectangle
Similar- same shape, but not size
